To meet the needs of the region, 
a new Community Psychology 
option is now being offered for 
Interdisciplinary Arts & Sciences 
students interested in careers 
in human services, community 
development, mental health, 
youth, prevention, and program evaluation or graduate 
programs including psychology, sociology, counseling, 
social work, and public health. 

“The program is aimed at building community 
partnerships and serving local and regional needs,” 
said Elizabeth Thomas, the professor leading the 
effort. “Community-based learning, undergraduate 
research, and internships will be key components of 
the program.”

At a special kick-off for the program, Ana Mari Cauce, 
UW Seattle Professor of Psychology and Executive Vice 
Provost, made a special presentation to the campus, 
entitled “The Promise of Community Psychology.”

The new option joins five others currently offered in 
Interdisciplinary Arts & Sciences: American Studies; 
Culture, Literature and the Arts; Global Studies; 
Society, Ethics and Human Behavior; and Science, 
Technology and the Environment. 

UW Bothell’s commitment 
to providing quality nursing 
education is expanding 
as it brings its accredited 
RN to BSN program to 
the northern counties of 
Washington State by offering 
selected health-related 
courses on the Skagit Valley 

College campus in Mount Vernon. “These courses are 
offered in partnership with the regional community 
and technical colleges’ Associate Degree Nursing 
Programs,” said Mary Baroni, nursing director. “The 
classes bring this degree closer to home or work for 
practicing nurses.” The courses will be taught by 
Elizabeth Madison, RN, PhD, a Skagit Valley College 
graduate who received her BSN at UW Bothell in 2000.

Chancellor Search Continues
The Chancellor Search Committee 
is actively pursuing nominations 
and applications for the position of 
chancellor at the UW Bothell campus. 
The chancellor serves as UW Bothell’s 
chief executive officer and collaborates 
as an active member of the UW 
leadership team in shaping an evolving 
three-campus university. 

Chancellor Search Committee Co-Chairs 
Bruce Bare and Mary Baroni announced 
that executive recruitment firm Isaacson, 
Miller is assisting with the search. Two 
members of the firm visited the campus 
in October to talk with students, staff 
and faculty to determine the qualities the 
campus wanted in its next chancellor. 
The search committee plans to bring 
candidates to Bothell in early Spring 
Quarter to meet with the community, 
faculty, students, alumni and friends  
of the campus.

Student learning outside the classroom is vital, 
especially in the ultra-competitive business world. 
Amaryah Curnutt knows exactly the difference it 

can make. She is currently an undergraduate student in 
the UW Bothell Business program and plans to pursue a 
career in marketing and advertising. 

In addition to lectures, readings and homework, 
UW Bothell business students engage in hands-on 
internships, conferences with fellow students and 
business leaders, and business problem competitions. 

After transferring from Shoreline Community College 
last year, Curnutt began a start-up of her own rolling 
out UW Bothell’s chapter of Delta Epsilon Chi (the 
college division of DECA), one of several clubs for 

students interested in business. 
In its second year, membership 
has more than tripled and 
the group has plans to attend 
three conferences including 
an international gathering in 
Orlando, Fla. this spring. 

“These conferences have been 
a great part of my college 
experience,” said Curnutt. 

“The judges are business leaders from all backgrounds. 
Networking with them and with the other students is great. 
Not to mention the public speaking experience and the 
professionalism and confidence.” 

But the costs of participating in many of these out-of-class 
experiences are not funded by state dollars and many have 
to be covered through fundraisers or even paid by the 
student. Travel for some of these valuable experiences can  
be just as expensive as tuition, books, or fees. 

Thanks to a $100,000 endowment established by UW 
graduates and longtime local community residents Doug 
and Barbara Allan, UW Bothell business students like 
Amaryah can get the critical experiences they need. And 
they can focus more on the work-related components rather 
than worrying about how to pay for them. The Allans’ gift 
will help provide resources to pay for travel and the other 
expenses associated with active student learning experiences.

“This is a huge difference-maker for many of our 
students,” said Steve Holland, Director of the UW Bothell 
Business program.

“Since this endowed gift will provide funds each year, we can 
plan ahead and maximize the number of students who can 
benefit from the Allans’ vision and generosity.”

To ensure the UW remains affordable, beginning 
Autumn Quarter 2007, the Husky Promise 
guarantees that full tuition will be covered by grant 

or scholarship support for full-time low- or lower middle-
income students who are Washington residents.

Students First is a student scholarship matching initiative 
which will provide additional money to need-based 
scholarships for undergraduate, graduate and professional
