I. Serving as the UW Bothell mascot requires a commitment of time and energy. This includes attending student leadership trainings and other special events. Your signature below indicates that you understand the nature of this position and are willing and able to fully commit to the terms of the contract outlined below.

I certify I meet all of the following requirements:

1. I will be a full-time undergraduate or graduate student (taking a minimum of 12 credits) at the University of Washington Bothell for the entire 2010 spring quarter.

2. I currently have a minimum cumulative 2.5 GPA and do herby release my academic transcripts to the mascot Adviser on ASUWB if requested.

3. I am in good standing with the University of Washington Bothell and am not on any type of academic or disciplinary probation.

4. I have no health or physical conditions that would hamper my ability to perform as the UW Bothell mascot or make performing as the mascot unsafe to my health.

5. I am covered by a personal medical insurance plan, vehicle insurance plan, and have a valid Washington State driver’s license.
Furthermore, I understand:

1. If selected, I agree to serve as Holly the Husky for the entire 2010 spring and summer quarters, unless alternative arrangements are made with ASUWB. The majority of appearances as Holly the Husky will be at UWB orientations and recreational sporting events. 
2. I am expected to participate in all practice sessions, team meetings, team projects, and school activities as designated by ASUWB.
3. I must maintain a cumulative grade point average of at least a 2.5.
4. I must maintain an email account and check it daily.
5. Due to the physical demands of being the UW Bothell mascot I must maintain an adequate level of physical fitness. I must also be covered by personal medical insurance while I serve as Holly the Husky (you will need to provide proof of insurance at the time of your physical).
6. Being the UW Bothell mascot is a personal commitment of my non-academic time and cannot be placed secondary to any other non-academic activity.
7. I must give 24 hours notice to the appointed ASUWB member if I am unable to work a shift (due to physical illness, family emergency, etc). **If I am unable to work a shift within 24 hours of the event I am responsible to find a fellow mascot team member to cover my shift.
8. I will maintain a satisfactory level of performance throughout the entire 2010 spring and summer quarters as prescribed by ASUWB.
9. I am responsible for the care, cleaning, and storage (must return mascot costume to the ASUWB storage cage in the basement of North Creek Events Center the day of event ) of the mascot costume, uniforms, and props. The University of Washington Bothell is responsible for all the financial obligations regarding these items, as well as transportation costs to and from mascot appearances when they are off the UW Bothell campus. 
10. The UW Bothell mascot shall play an important role at UW Bothell and the community. As such, I will always know I am an official representative of the University of Washington Bothell. I will always conduct myself in a manner to uphold the character, tradition, integrity, and spirit of the University of Washington Bothell. This includes absolutely no use of drugs or alcohol while working. 
11. I am not permitted to gain any personal profit (contract out work) as Holly the Husky. The University of Washington is my sole employer as Holly and ASUWB must approve all events I work.
12. Holly the Husky must remain anonymous at all times (do not speak while wearing Holly costume or reveal your identity to anyone).
13. Failure to adhere to any of the items within this contract will result in immediate suspension or dismissal from the UW Bothell mascot team/position.

IF SELECTED TO REPRESENT THE UNIVERSITY OF WASHINGTON BOTHELL AS THE UWB MASCOT, I WILL FULLY ADHERE TO THE CONTENTS OF THIS CONTRACT.
