It analyzed how both scientists and lay persons used the scientific uncertainty of the Medical Program.  A UC Regents Dissertation Writing Fellowship funded research for the year (Sept. 2007 – June 2008).
· Oral Historian, Scripps Institution of Oceanography Archives, UCSD.
